3. Entrants riding on 6th June must sign in at the end of the event at the Triangle clubhouse (Rushmere Sports Club) between 6.00pm and 8.00pm or place their clue card in the box provided at the clubhouse if finishing earlier.

4. Entrants riding AFTER 6th June will need to send their completed control card to the address below.

5. There will be no performance tests on the public highway.

6. There will be no specific route.

7. Entrants will not be timed or be required to visit the same place more than once.

8. No merit will be attached to completing the event with the lowest mileage in the shortest time.

This is not a speed event. In the interest of all concerned please exercise special consideration on the roads, particularly regarding excessive noise and speed in built up areas. Please ensure that your engine is switched off as soon as you arrive at each clue point. Ensure that you give the general public no cause for complaint by parking carelessly.
